Thread a Cam Pin {a) into each of the smaller holes in each Panel (v,w,x). Tighten cach Cam Pin with a Phillips screw driver. Insert a
el {d) indo the larger adjacent liole in the Panels, See Diagram | for assistanee, Mote: Center Panel nod shoown in Diagram 1.

Step 2: Prapare Stretchers

Audd & Carn (b)) to each Front Stretclhier (o) and Back Steetcher (p). Make sure the arrow in cach Cam faces the hole on the side of the
Stretehers. See Diagram 2 for assistance.

Step 3: Add Stretchers

Audd the Front and Back Stretchers (o.p) to the Side Panel {v), by aligning the Cam Pin {a)} with the hole which the Cams (b} point to
and the Dovwel (d} goes into the adjacent hole. Make sure the stretchers are oriented so the Cams face inward. Tighten each Cam closesi
o the Side Panel ina clockwize motion watil the stretchers are secared. Note: Front stretchers attach to the same side as the
hirnge holes are on.

Step 4: Add Center Panal

Priess fil the Center Panel {x) against the Stretchers (ogp) 2o the Cam Pin (a) goes inte the bole which the Cama {b) point to. The Dowel
{a) fits imte the adjacent hole. Tighten each Cam ina clockwise motion until the Stretehers ane secursd to the Center Panel. See Diagram
4 for assistance. Note: Make sure the hinge holes on the Canter Panel are on the same side as the Front Stretchers.

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Step 5: Add Stretchers

Audd the Front and Back Sirctchers (o,p) to the Center Panel {x], by aligning the Cam Pin (a) with the hele which the Cams (b} point to,
The Dyvwel {d) goes inde the adjacent hole, BMake sure the stredchers are oriented so the Cams fase inward. Tighten each Cam closest to

the Center Parsel in a cleckwise maotion until the siretchers are secured. Mote: Front stretchers attach to the same side as the
hirnge holes are on.

Priess fit the Side Panel (w) againat the Stretchess (o.p) 2o the Cam Pin {a) goes into the hole whicli the Cams (b)) point to. The Dowel {d)
fits imtor the adjacent hole. Tighten each Carm in a clockwise motion until the Stretehbers are secured o the Side Panel. See Diagram 6 for
asgistance. Note: Make sure the hinge holes on the Side Panel are on the same side as the Front Stretchers.

Thread the Shelf Pins (e} imto the bottom Bole in the lineg of loles in each Pancl (v,w.x). Tighten Shelf Pins with a Phillips screw driver.
Audd the Bostvem Shelf {q) by inserting it into the assembly and press fit it onto the Shelf Pins, Make sure the Botiem Shelf is flush against
the Fromt Steeteher (o).

Crently tap a Dowel Pin (¢) into the heles on the top of eacl Panel (v,wx). Slide a Spacer (g) over each Dowel Pin. Press fit the Top (o)
S il Fits ot the Dowel Pins. See Diagram B for assistance.

Step 9: Prepare Doors

Imzert each Phillips Bolt {li) through the Door §2) and into they Doer Handle {0, Tighten with a Phillips screw driver. See Diagram Qa
for assistance. The Door Pancls can be interchanged by removing and re-installing the plastic korder from the perimeter of the Door's
back side.

[ngert a Hinge Serew {f) theough the Hinge (1) and thread it into the Doer =), Tighten each with a Phillips screw driver. Bepeal process
undil each Hinge Assembly i secure. See Diagram 9b for assistance.

Insert a Hinge Plae
Serew (k) through the Hinge Flate and thread it into each hole in the Side Pasel. Tighten with a Phillips seeew driver. Repeal process so
ench Hinge Assernbly is secured. See Diagrarn 10 for assistance.

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Step 10: Add Mid Shelves

Thread a Shelf Pin () into the desined location in the Panels (v x). For each shielf, four Shelf Pins will be required. [nsen each Bid
Slielf (1) into the assermbly and press fit onte the Shelf Pins. Make sure the wood steip on each ghelf is facing toward the front. See Dia-
gram 10 for assistance.

Position each Back Panel {u} up against the assembly and thread a Wood Screw () theough it and into the Back Streicher {p). Bepeat
process until each Back Panel is secured witly four Wood Screws.
